Step 1

A) Assemble legs (Part ) with crossbar (Part ) using 4 ea. 6x55mm Bolts (Part @).

B) See Fig 1 - Insert left/right upper supports (Part @) into leg. Tighten both legs
(Part) using plastic knobs (Part @), and Large washers (Part @)

C) Assemble crossbar (Part) to both arms using 4 ea. 6x55mm bolts (Part@).
D) Assemble front crossbar (Part using 2 ea. 6x50mm boIts(Part@).

E) See Fig 2 - Attach tilt brackets (Part@) to crossbar (Part using 2 ea. 5x14mm
screws (Part (S)).



A

A) Place table upside down on the top (Part|A|). Make sure predrilled holes line up
according to the diagram.

B) See Fig 1 - Attach tilt mechanisms (Part @) into predrilled holes on table top (Part
) using 4 ea. 5x14mm Screws (Part @) for each mechanism.

C) See Fig 2 - Attach tilt mechanism to the right and left arms using 5mm spacers (Part
@), large washers (Paﬂ@), small washers (Part @) 1 ea. 6x50mm bolts (Part @) and
nuts (Part ®).

D) See Fig 3 - Slide the metal tray (Part |I|) to the edge of table top (Part ) and attach
using 6 ea. 5x14mm Screws (Part (S)).

E) See Fig 4 - Attach crossbar (Part ) using tilt brackets (Part @) and 4 ea. 5x14mm
screws (Part @). Make sure to line up holes on brackets to predrilled holes on the table

top (Part



A) Attach metal shelf (Part ) to lower crossbar (Part ) between legs, by tapping it into
the grooves.

B) Place cup holder (Part ) and plastic tray (Part ) into metal side tray.

A) Attach pencil edge (Part @) using 2 ea. 4x13mm screws ( Part @ ) to the table top.



TILT ADJUSTMENT:

To adjust the tilt of your table top, grab the back edge of the table top and lift
the top with [2] hands to the maximum tilt and then back down to your desired
position. NOTE: You must lift the table top all the way up before lowering it to the
desired tilt level.

NOTE: If the top does not seem to move smoothly - this means you are NOT
holding the top balanced with both hands. Make sure your hands are positioned
evenly. This will make the adjustments easier.

In order to lower the table top, life it all the way up to its maximum height which
allows the tilt mechanisms to release from their locked position. To avoid damaging
the table top, DO NOT attempt to lower the table top by forcefully pushing down
on the top when its in a locked position.
